@/@ START: Starting at the National Trust Strawberry Lane Car Park
walk north on path 85.

@ Process past the Longstone, an ancient standing stone marking the
entrance to a burial tomb. From here continue west until you reach a
fork in the path. Take the left fork, which will dog leg around a corner.
Continue on Path 85.

When you reach a small copse look for a left turn to Hulverstone
(Path 45). This will bring you into the village of Hulverstone and
fortuitously opposite the Sun Inn.

Turn left and cross the B3399 opposite Hulverstone Lane.
Continue your journey along Hulverstone Lane towards the sea.

G Before you reach the A3055, Military Road, turn left on to Path 97.
You will skirt the edge of a copse. Look for a right turn on to Path 74.
Path 74 make an abrupt left turn, if you miss it you will reach Ridge Lane.
Both routes will take you into Mottistone, so don't panic.

Once in Mottistone Village, wander past the Church of St Peter and St
Paul. Turn right on to Hoxall Lane and follow this road.

After several right angle corners you will find Blind Lane a small path
(Foot Path 101) which will lead you back to the main road opposite
Strawberry Lane. Cross the B3399 and continue north along Strawberry

Lane to your start point. /R FINISH
